1988 comedy film of the same name.

2. An optimistic, overweight teenage girl who loves dancing, Tracy's racial color-blindness leads her to become an active supporter for 
the integration of The Corny Collins Show.

3. She is best known for her role as Tracy Turnblad in the 2007 film Hairspray and as Maggie Baker in the 2008 television movie Queen Sized.

4. Hairspray features songs from the Broadway musical written by Marc Shaiman and Scott Wittman, as well as four new 
Shaiman/Wittman compositions not present in the original Broadway version.

5. John Travolta as Edna Turnblad, Tracy's mother and agent, an agoraphobe ashamed of her obesity.

6. Travolta was aggressively sought after by producers Craig Zadan and Neil Meron for this role because he had starred in Grease, the second most successful movie musical to date, beaten only by Mamma Mia!.[10]

7. Executives at New Line Cinema originally expected the part to be filled by an actor accustomed to playing comic roles.

8. John Ono Lennon, MBE, born John Winston Lennon (9 October 1940 – 8 December 1980) was an English musician, singer and songwriter who rose to worldwide fame as a founder member of the Beatles.

9. With John Lennon, George Harrison and Ringo Starr, he gained worldwide fame as a member of the Beatles, and his collaboration with Lennon is one of the most celebrated songwriting partnerships of the 20th century.

10.  Let It Be was released on 8 May 1970 by the band's Apple Records label shortly after the group announced their break-up.

11. George Harrison,[3] MBE (25 February 1943 – 29 November 2001) was an English musician and singer-songwriter who achieved international fame as the lead guitarist of the Beatles.

12. Glen Hansard (born 21 April 1970 in Dublin, Ireland)[1] is the Academy Award–winning principal songwriter and vocalist/guitarist for Irish group The Frames and one half of folk rock duo The Swell Season.

13. Shot for only €130,000 (US$160,000),[2] the film was successful,[3] earning substantial per-screen box office averages in the United States.[4]

14. Set in Dublin, the naturalistic drama stars musicians Glen Hansard (of the Irish folk rock band The Frames) and Markéta Irglová as musicians.

15. Swift wrote the song when she was 16 years old, prior to the release of her debut single "Tim McGraw" in 2006.

16. A CD single was released on Swift's official store for a limited time on August 10, 2011.

17. Following a 2007 live performance of the song, "Sparks Fly" grew in popularity among Swift's fanbase.

18. Raised in Wyomissing, Pennsylvania, Swift moved to Nashville, Tennessee at the age of fourteen to pursue a career in country music.
